CIF, through
our relationships and development with other
organizations around the city, is able to successfully
unite passions across different sectors.

At this time, City in Focus had the opportunity to
expand our relationship with local inner city high
schools. Through these meetings we helped incubate
the idea of the School Partners Program. This program
within the Samaritan Fund allowed people to come
alongside a specific school to help fill the needs that
often are not met by larger grants and foundation
support.

In collaboration with More Than Gold (MTG) staff, partners and
volunteers, City in Focus helped guide the development of its
presence over the last 6 years and throughout the Games. MTG
organized and facilitated an unprecedented collaboration of 15
denominations (representing over 1100 churches) and 37
partnering agencies during the 2010 Olympics and Paralympics,
mobilizing over 4000 volunteers.

Overall, MTG exceeded the established objectives and were
favored with positive media coverage. The beverage service
served more than 750,000 beverages. This generous service
opened the door to engaging people in one-on-one
conversations that count. City officials, the police, and Premier
Campbell all gave us commendationsf or 6t aki ng
the crowds and contributing positively to the atmosphere, along
with positive comments from VANOC volunteers. Sports
initiatives had significant impact that is continuing daily today.
With the tragic death on the first day of the Games, immediately
the service of the Chaplains was intensified. The artists that
gathered to minister were unbelievably stellar at their art and a
refreshed movement of Christian artists has begun. The warm
weather enabled the Festivals to be an even bigger hit in local
communities. The Radical Hostesses in the DTES gained
enormous press and impact as they served as ambassadors for
their community, and modeled a new kind of positive tactic.

People who have been involved in previous MTG Olympic
outreaches said there was a peace over this one as no other.
The real stories are the thousands of individual divine
appointments that God set up as His church was mobilized in
the public square to serve His purposes together in beautiful
diversity with harmony and joy. Lives are changed forever.

Games-related operations and debriefing wrapped up in June;
now we are turning our attention to the future of our network. A
newly formed Legacy Committee is overseeing a 12-month
transition peri od iasuppdrtibeskfowe
local networks to grow and express the radical hospitality of
Christ at neighbourhood, municipal, and regional levels.
